then from Port Said I sent you pages about Moedel Town, and when we reached
Manchester just ofter Christras.

Now, I will try to tell yon briefly about your booke, We were very busy
nursing and the yoads were not very safe snd also we were ginven some rather
raisleading information, ro that we did not go out to Medel Town ot first, Then
the daughter of the Muslim doctor who Jised next door to you, met Sheila Lall and
tnld that your houss had leen lonted tico in September, but that many books
wore Jeft if angone eould pesauo them,  Thiz naws reached us on the anme ('lny that
we were warned to Te ready to leave Lakote in ten dayva for our ehip. We steppd
eatly &t the Leepital one dny and eyeled ent wmzi'ng onr mursing unifonuppf(u
protectien threugh the crowds of refugers nlways moving in bath diretions on t} i

books and papers, The wall cupboards were there but the ob‘ﬁer book cases gone,
Broken glags from picture frames and electric light fittings, broken nutshells from
some bag dragged out from elsewhere, dust and dirt from outside, aud obvious signs
of pi-fogs nesting there ot nights all mixed up with the books made a sorry sight,
The girl from next door had begun to pick up some and stack them more safely on
the windows hedges, but then someone had come and she was frightened off, We
looked at the mess in despair and-then found o eack of Mss, It had been half pulled
ont of the palm leaves scattered in broken, We spont o couple of hours erawling
through the filth on our knees and picking up every scrap we could find. These
we hid out of Teach of the dogs. Next day we returned after hospital hours and
put the Mes. with two huge bundles in our coats and fived them’on the back of cur
cyeles, We then waited till there was no one in the street and escaped from the
_ house with them. We did nob dare go past the police post ab the gates (now put
to protect the town from the refugees). So we went off ot the back ant pushed our
cycles over the fields,s These Msa. we packed half in s yakdhan and half in's emall
metel box. One of these was token to Amritsar by a C. M. 8. nurse returning te
the Mission Hospital : this box will be there T am sure. The other was taken by ear
by & man colled Gupta, s friend of Henry Lol and something to do with university
JF-T. If you have gob ‘these Hss. Tet us know. If mot nsk at the hospital
and try to find Mr, Gupta.

Meanwhile, wo_had, to take the books, The High Commissianer for India
said he could do pothing—he advised us to try to get them to D, A, Y, College and
tell you to come and fetch them on n refugee bus.  We thought this bad advice and
went out to the Muslim D. C. of Lahere. He gave us s permit to move them to
Lahore, but said he did’ns think you’d get them through on a bus and doubled if it
was safe Lo try, Next day we got an'introduction to an Indianarmy man whopromised
us an army lorry space if we could get them out of Model Town, No Indian tasi
driver, tonga-walinh or bullock owner would touch the job and we dared not msk
Henry Lall becauase of his wife and children, We bad no car and no petrol,

Finally Gatherine Symmonds of Kinnaired offered to help and they lent us
n car and a tiny drop of petro). On Monglay night we three drove out and Jonded
frenziedly. The books printed in English were veatly el gone, wo hed Jittle know-
ledge of what to take of the Sanskrit and Hindi ones, and no time 3o select as we
dared not let the car stand long Jest word aprend down to the read and & erowd
gothered to stop us. A second loed was reseved in the early morring and the anny
lorry came ot ten for them, We got cbont 84 of the books left by the lootess,
and noune vf the mnss of papers. = We are eorry to have done so Jitthe, but doubt if
any one else could have got any just then, .

The royal road, from the banks of the Indus to Palibothra, may be
easily made out from Pliny’s account, and from the Pentengarian tables.
According to Dionysius Periegetes, it was called also the Nyssaean road,
because it led from Palibothra to the famous city of Nysa. It had
been traced out with particular care, and at the end of every Indian
itinerary measure there wasn small column erected. Megasthenes
does not give the name of the Indian measure, but says that it consisted
of ten stades. This, of course, could be no other than the astronomical,
